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SPECIAL STATE PRIMARY – DECEMBER 8, 2009 
ABSENTEE BALLOTS AVAILABLE 

 
The Town Clerk’s Office reminds voters of the upcoming Special State Primary on Tuesday, 

December 8th.  The purpose of the Primary is for Political Party members to choose a candidate 

to represent the Party in the Final State Election in January to fill the vacancy caused by the 

death of Senator Edward M. Kennedy.  Voters who are registered in the Democratic, Republican 

or Libertarian Parties, or as Unenrolled (formerly called “Independent”) may vote in the State 

Primary.  At the Primary, VOTERS REGISTERED IN A PARTY MAY VOTE FOR THAT 

PARTY’S CANDIDATES ONLY.  Voters registered as “Unenrolled” may choose a ballot from 

among the three offered and will automatically return to Unenrolled after voting.   All polling 

locations will be open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm on Election Day.  If you did not return the 2009 

Annual Town Census, then you are considered an “Inactive Voter” and should be prepared to 

show a current identification with your Concord address when coming to the polls.  To avoid 

hassles on Election Day, voters are urged to contact the Town Clerk’s Office before Election 

Day to resolve any registration or voting status issues. 

 

Absentee ballots are now available for any registered voter who is unable to come to the polls in 

person on Election Day due to absence from Concord during polling hours, physical disability, 

or religious beliefs.  A request for an absentee ballot must be made in writing and received by 

the deadline –Noon on Monday, December 7th.   Requests for a ballot may be sent to the Town 

Clerk’s Office by mail (Town Clerk, P.O. Box 535, Concord, MA 01742) or in person (Town 

Clerk’s Office, Town House,  Monument Square), but in any event must be received by noon on 

Monday.  If made in person, then the voting can be done at the Town House.  Applications may 

be made on behalf of a family member who is unable to apply in person.  Ballots may not leave 

the Town House except by mail (i.e., they cannot be hand carried from the building).  If not 

voting in person at the Town House, then please allow sufficient time for a ballot to be mailed 

and returned to the Town Clerk’s Office no later than 8:00 pm on Election Day.    Absentee 



ballots may not be delivered to the polling locations.  Contact the Town Clerk’s Office at 978-
